Curriculum Technology Showcase (CTS)
Curriculum Technology Showcase Goals/Philosophy
Two goals of the Pacific Curriculum Technology Showcase (CTS) are to (a) emphasize technology integration into standards-based curriculum lessons and (b) showcase all students and staff entries in as many venues as possible at three different educational levels.  
(a) Students address standards-based curriculum, because entries must match standards-based curriculum and must match what is being taught in the classroom.  Thus, entries do not fall into a “trap” of being “techy” projects trying to fit into “techy” categories that may not relate to standards-based curriculum being taught in class.  CTS wants to match DoDEA’s emphasis on standards-based curriculum.
The CTS allows any technology project from any curriculum, so long as the current DoDEA curriculum emphasis standards are addressed (Example: SY 04-05 Science standards, SY 05-06 Mathematics standards).  Thus, there are no set technology categories into which a student or staff entry has to fit.  This means any technology project created in any class during the school year could be a potential entry.
(b) The school will be the primary showcase for the CTS student technology projects.  Students and staff may submit entries for the CTS.  A recommendation is to allow students/educators to complete the CTS registration form online through the school Intranet and save projects in a CTS folder designated by the school.  The Director’s Office will provide online sample registration forms and directions on how to accomplish this.  The school can showcase these entries many ways: (a) school INTRANET, (b) school Curriculum Technology Showcase Evening (community may be invited), (c) school meetings and trainings, (d) school-wide broadcast of morning announcements, (e) visitors, and (f) other school communication outlets.  At the school level by showcasing student/staff technology work for the total school community, this dramatically increases the “viewing” audience for celebration of student/staff technology projects.
For school participants the school can volunteer to provide a “Certificate of Participation” signed by the school Principal.  In addition, a school can volunteer  to give its own “Certificate of Merit” for entries it deems appropriate.  The DoDDS-Pacific/DDESS-Guam Director’s Office (PDO) is supplying the school with a sample “Curriculum Component” rubric and a sample “Technology Component” rubric.  A school may modify these rubrics as needed or use its own rubric to determine the merit of entries for local school “Certificates of Merit” or for the entries the school volunteers to send to the District Superintendent’s Office (DSO) or Director’s Office.
If a school volunteers to do so, a local CTS committee may choose entries to share with the District Superintendent’s Office and Pacific Director’s Office.  A school can send up to three (3) entries to the DSO and PDO.  Schools with a student population over 800 are welcome to send up to six (6) entries to the DSO and PDO.  These three/six projects do not have to fit in any category; they can be the same type or different types of technology projects.  The school decides which three/six to showcase at the DSO and/or PDO levels.  Because all entries are curriculum based, all projects have equal merit and one curriculum should not have higher worth than another.
Both the DSO and the PDO can showcase these three/six school entries many ways:  (a) INTRANET, (b) meetings, conferences, and trainings, (c) visitors, and (d) other communication outlets.  Only the local school will do any “judging” to decide which three/six projects to share with the DSO and which three/six projects to share with the PDO.  A DSO or the PDO will do no judging, only showcasing.  The projects sent to the DSO do not have to be the same as the projects sent to the PDO.

Curriculum Technology Showcase Guidelines
1. To promote showcasing student and staff entries, schools are asked to showcase all entries a variety of ways.  For further showcasing a variety of ways, schools can select three/six entries from any curriculum or technology to send to the District Superintendent’s Office (DSO) and Pacific Director’s Office (PDO).  The entries sent to the DSO do not have to be the same as the entries sent to the PDO.

2. Any current DoDEA curriculum must be the curriculum component of the project.  Projects must be based on DoDEA curriculum standards.

3. Curriculum technology must be created with any DoDEA supported software and hardware.

4. Student Work--Teachers and parents must exercise a "hands-off" approach and allow the students to produce the projects for entry in the Curriculum Technology Showcase. By submitting the project a school staff member verifies the entry was original and produced by the student(s). All sources must be cited.

5. Group entries-- Two or more students are considered a group, so please include all members of a group in the entry form sent to the DSO and PDO.  Classes, clubs, teams, etc. may also enter as a group.  In the group the student with the highest grade level will determine the entry level of a group.
6. Use of Entries--The school Curriculum Technology Showcase review committee, DSO, and PDO reserve the right to make copies of an entry for dissemination through DoDEA Intranets, publications, broadcasts, and other modes of presentation.

7. Exclusion of Inappropriate Content--DoDEA promotes the rights of individuals to be free from exposure to objectionable material.  This exclusion covers material which promotes criminal activities, voices hate speech towards any group or individual, espouses extremist views, encourages the use of drugs or alcohol, is demeaning to any group (including sexual exploitation), encourages irresponsible sex, or advocates conduct otherwise inconsistent with the shared values of a civilized social order.  DoDEA students and staff must be sensitive to these issues and take steps to insure that objectionable material and material that patently has no educational value is excluded.  This includes the use of links to sites which contain such material. -- DoDEA Communications Office

8. A sample “Technology Curriculum Showcase Electronic Entry Form” is included.  A school may choose to use it or a modification for their local entries.
9. Sample “Curriculum Technology Showcase Rubrics” are included.  A school may choose to use both or a modification for their local entries.  Since the curriculum is the focus, notice the extensive rubric for the “Curriculum Component”.  Some “Curriculum Component” categories may not apply to a project, so “N/A” (Not Applicable) can be recorded for “Points.”
