“The SCANS Report identifies the following skills the American work force will need in the future:

Resources: Identifies, organizes, plans and allocates resources.

Interpersonal: Works with others.

Information: Acquires and uses information.

Systems: Understands complex interrelationships.

Technology: Works with a variety of technologies.

The Information Literacy Standards for Student Learning are those developed by AASL/AECT in 1998 and they implement the student skills identified in the SCANS Report.

Information Literacy
Standard 1

The student who is information literate accesses information efficiently and effectively.

Standard 2

The student who is information literate evaluates information critically and competently.

Standard 3

The student who is information literate uses information accurately and creatively.

Independent Learning

Standard 4

The student who is an independent learner is information literate and pursues information related to personal interests.

Standard 5

The student who is an independent learner is information literate and appreciates literature and other creative expressions of information.

Standard 6

The student who is an independent learner is information literate and strives for excellence in information seeking and knowledge generation.

Social Responsibility

Standard 7

The student who contributes to the learning community and to society is information literate and recognizes the importance of information to a democratic society.

Standard 8

The student who contributes to the learning community and to society is information literate and practices ethical behavior in regard to information and information technology

Standard 9

The student who contributes positively to the learning community and to society is information literate and participates effectively in groups to pursue and generate information.
